1. INTRODUCTION

The purpose of this circular is to provide you with information regarding the
resolutions to be proposed at the 2024 AGM. These include ordinary and special
resolutions relating to (among others) (a) the grant to the Directors of the Repurchase
Mandate and the Issue Mandate; (b) the extension of the Issue Mandate; (c) the re-election
of retiring Directors; and (d) the proposed amendments to the existing Articles and the
adoption of the new Articles.
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2. GENERAL MANDATE TO REPURCHASE SHARES

At the 2024 AGM, an ordinary resolution will be proposed that the Directors be
granted the Repurchase Mandate to repurchase Shares on the Stock Exchange up to a
maximum of 10% of the total number of issued Shares (excluding any treasury Shares) of
the Company as at the date of passing of the proposed resolution.

An explanatory statement required by the Listing Rules to be sent to the Shareholders
in connection with the Repurchase Mandate is set out in Appendix I to this circular. The
explanatory statement contains all information reasonably necessary to enable the
Shareholders to make an informed decision on whether to vote for or against the
relevant resolution at the 2024 AGM.

The Directors wish to state that they have no immediate plan to repurchase any Shares
pursuant to the Repurchase Mandate.

3. GENERAL MANDATE TO ISSUE SHARES

An ordinary resolution will also be proposed at the 2024 AGM that the Directors be
granted the Issue Mandate to issue, allot and deal with (including any sale or transfer of
treasury Shares) additional Shares up to a maximum of 20% of the total number of issued
Shares (excluding any treasury Shares) of the Company as at the date of passing of the
proposed resolution.

As at the Latest Practicable Date, there was a total of 2,867,102,420 Shares in issue.
Subject to the passing of the ordinary resolution granting the Issue Mandate and on the
basis that no further Shares are issued or repurchased before the 2024 AGM, the Company
will be allowed to issue (or sale or transfer out of treasury) up to a maximum of 573,420,484
Shares.

The Directors wish to state that they have no immediate plan to allot and issue any new
Shares pursuant to the Issue Mandate (including shares repurchased under the Repurchase
Mandate).

An ordinary resolution will be proposed at the 2024 AGM adding any Shares
repurchased under the Repurchase Mandate to the Issue Mandate. The Repurchase
Mandate and the Issue Mandate will end on the earliest of: (i) the conclusion of the next
annual general meeting of the Company; (ii) the date by which the next annual general
meeting of the Company is required to be held by the Articles, or by any other applicable
laws; or (iii) the date upon which such authority is revoked or varied by an ordinary
resolution of the Company in general meeting.
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4. RE-ELECTION OF RETIRING DIRECTORS

According to Article 105 of the Articles, at each annual general meeting one-third of
the Directors for the time being, or, if their number is not three or a multiple of three, then
the number nearest to but not less than one-third, shall retire from office by rotation
provided that every Director, including those appointed for a specific term, shall be subject
to retirement by rotation at least once every three years. A retiring Director shall be eligible
for re-election. According to Article 109 of the Articles, the Directors shall have power to
appoint any person as a Director either to fill a casual vacancy or as an additional Director.
Any Director so appointed shall hold office only until the next following general meeting of
the Company and shall then be eligible for re-election at the meeting but shall not be taken
into account in determining the Directors or the number of Directors who are to retire by
rotation at such meeting.

As such, pursuant to Article 105 of the Articles, Mr. Wang Mingcheng will retire from
office by rotation at the 2024 AGM and being eligible, offer himself for re-election at the
2024 AGM. Pursuant to Article 109 of the Articles, Mr. Huang Junfeng, who was appointed
by the Board as executive Director in July 2023, Ms. Yu Jianrong and Mr. Song Tao, who
were appointed by the Board as independent non-executive Directors in February 2024, and
Mr. Zeng Tingyi and Mr. Chen Hong, who were appointed by the Board as executive
Directors in April 2024, shall hold office only until the 2024 AGM, that is, the AGM. Mr.
Huang Junfeng, Mr. Zeng Tingyi, Mr. Chen Hong, Ms. Yu Jianrong and Mr. Song Tao,
being eligible, will offer themselves for re-election at the 2024 AGM.

Having regard to the Board’s diversity policy and the nomination policy adopted by
the Company, the Nomination Committee has recommended the re-election of the aforesaid
retiring Directors to the Board. Accordingly, the Board has proposed that each of the above
retiring Directors stand for re-election as a Director at the 2024 AGM.

Biographical details of the above Directors who are proposed to be re-eclected at the
2024 AGM are set out in Appendix II to this circular.

5.  PROPOSED AMENDMENTS TO THE ARTICLES OF ASSOCIATION

In November 2021, the Stock Exchange amended the then Appendix 3 to the Listing
Rules (which has been renumbered to Appendix Al to the Listing Rules with effect from 31
December 2023) in order to streamline the shareholder protection standards that issuers
were required to provide into one set of Core Standards for all issuers. The Core Standards
have taken effect since 1 January 2022, and pursuant to the related transitional
arrangement, the Company had until the second annual general meeting following 1
January 2022 to make the necessary changes to the Articles to conform to the Core
Standards.

In order to comply with the mandatory requirements under the Listing Rules relating
to the Core Standards, the Company proposed to amend the Memorandum of Association
of the Company and the Articles at the 2023 AGM. 69.051% of the votes cast in respect of
the relevant resolution at the 2023 AGM were in favour of the resolution (including the
Company’s single largest shareholder, ITG Holding, which as at the date of the 2023 AGM,
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held approximately 28.62% of the Company’s total issued Shares) and 30.949% of the votes
cast in respect of the relevant resolution were against the resolution. As a result, the
resolution was not passed at the 2023 AGM as it failed to achieve the three-fourths voting
requirement needed to pass it as a special resolution. For details, please refer to the 2023
AGM Poll Result Announcement.

After the 2023 AGM, the Company canvassed views from some of its stakeholders,
including Shareholders and proxy advisers. The Company noted that certain proxy advisers
had advised against voting in favour of the special resolution to amend the Articles at the
2023 AGM because of the proposed amendment to shorten the notice period for calling
extraordinary general meetings at which the passing of a special resolution is to be
considered (“EGMs with Special Resolutions”). The Company believes that this might be
one of the reasons why the special resolution was voted down at the 2023 AGM. For the
avoidance of doubt, the proposal to shorten the notice period for EGMs with Special
Resolutions was made to update the minimum notice requirement for EGMs with Special
Resolutions to be consistent with the Listing Rules, including the Core Standards.

Subsequent to the 2023 AGM, the Company again proposed to amend the
Memorandum of Association of the Company and the Articles at the 2023 EGM in order
to comply with the mandatory requirements under the Listing Rules relating to the Core
Standards. 72.469% of the votes cast in respect of the relevant resolutions at the 2023 EGM
were in favour of the resolutions (including ITG Holding, which as at the date of the 2023
EGM, held approximately 29.40% of the Company’s total issued Shares) and 27.531% of
the votes cast in respect of the relevant resolutions were against the resolutions. As a result,
the resolutions were not passed at the 2023 EGM as they failed to achieve the three-fourths
voting requirement needed to pass them as special resolutions. For details, please refer to
the 2023 EGM Poll Result Announcement.

In order to demonstrate the Company’s willingness to comply with the Core Standards,
the Company proposes to approve certain amendments to the Articles at the 2024 AGM.
The proposed amendments to the Articles are substantially the same as those proposed at
the 2023 AGM, but the proposal to shorten the notice period for EGMs with Special
Resolutions is no longer maintained.

The proposed amendments at the 2024 AGM will be separated into two main sets: (1)
the Amendments relating to the Core Standards are the proposed amendments to bring the
Articles in line with the Core Standards, and (2) the Other Amendments are the proposed
amendments other than the Amendments relating to the Core Standards, and includes the
Cayman Filing Amendments which are necessary to comply with filing requirements in the
Cayman Islands. The two sets of proposed amendments will be put to the Shareholders for
approval under two independent special resolutions. To ensure that the amended Articles
will comply with all filing requirements in Cayman Islands, the Cayman Filing Amendments
will also be included in the special resolution for the Amendments relating to the Core
Standards.
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Details of the Amendments relating to the Core Standards and the Other Amendments
are shown in the full text of the proposed new Articles (marked-up against the existing
Articles) set out in Appendix III to this circular. To distinguish between the different
proposed amendments, the Amendments relating to the Core Standards are shaded in dark
grey, the Other Amendments (except the Cayman Filing Amendments) are not shaded, and
the Cayman Filing Amendments are shaded in light grey.

Amendments relating to the Core Standards

In order to comply with the mandatory regulatory requirements relating to the
Core Standards, the Board proposes to put forward a special resolution for approving
the Amendments Relating to the Core Standards.

(b) to provide that the chairman of a general meeting may in good faith allow a
resolution which relates purely to a procedural or administrative matter to be
voted on by a show of hands;

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(d) toupdate the provisions relating to the circumstances under which a Director
may vote on a resolution and be counted in the quorum notwithstanding that
the Director or any of his or her close associates has or have a material
interest;

(f) to allow the date, time and place of general meetings to be changed or
postponed by the Directors without approval from the Shareholders where it

(g) to make other housekeeping amendments in line with the proposed
amendments, modernize the language and to better align with the wordings
of the applicable laws and regulations of the Cayman Islands and Hong
Kong.

The Other Amendments are subject to and will become effective upon obtaining
the approval of the Shareholders by way of a special resolution at the 2024 AGM. The
special resolution for the Other Amendments is set out in item 9 of the notice for the
2024 AGM.

Proposed adoption of the new Articles

Subject to the special resolutions for the Amendments relating to the Core
Standards (together with the Cayman Filing Amendments) and/or the Other
Amendments being approved by the Shareholders, the Board proposed to adopt the
new Articles, which incorporated the Amendments relating to the Core Standards
(together with the Cayman Filing Amendments) and/or the Other Amendments, in
substitution for and to the exclusion of the existing Articles. The full text of the new
Articles proposed to be adopted (marked-up against the existing Articles) are set out in
Appendix III to this circular.

APPENDIX I EXPLANATORY STATEMENT

This Appendix serves as an explanatory statement, as required by the Listing Rules, to
provide certain information to you for your consideration of the Repurchase Mandate.

1. LISTING RULES RELATING TO THE REPURCHASE OF SHARES

The Listing Rules permit a company with a primary listing on the Stock Exchange to
repurchase its shares on the Stock Exchange subject to certain restrictions. Among such
restrictions, the Listing Rules provide that the shares of such company must be fully paid
up and all repurchases of shares by such company must be approved in advance by an
ordinary resolution of shareholders, either by way of a general mandate or by specific
approval of a particular transaction.

2. SHARE CAPITAL
As at the Latest Practicable Date, there was a total of 2,867,102,420 Shares in issue.

Subject to the passing of the ordinary resolution granting the Repurchase Mandate and
on the basis that no further Shares are issued or repurchased before the 2024 AGM, the
Company will be allowed to repurchase up to a maximum of 286,710,242 Shares, being 10%
of the total number of issued Shares as at the date of passing of the relevant resolution for
granting the Repurchase Mandate.

3. REASONS FOR REPURCHASES

The Directors believe that it is in the best interests of the Company and the
Shareholders to seek a general mandate from the Shareholders to enable the Company to
repurchase its Shares on the market. Such repurchases may, depending on market
conditions and funding arrangements at the time, lead to an enhancement of the net
asset value and/or earnings per share of the Company and will only be made when the
Directors believe that such repurchase will benefit the Company and the Shareholders as a
whole.

4. FUNDING OF REPURCHASES

Repurchases made pursuant to the Repurchase Mandate would be funded out of funds
legally available for such purpose in accordance with the Articles and the applicable laws of
the Cayman Islands. The Companies Act of the Cayman Islands as amended from time to
time (the “Act”) provided that a share repurchase by the Company may only be made out of
the profits of the Company, the share premium of the Company or out of the proceeds of a
fresh issue of Shares made for the purpose of repurchase or, if so authorised by the Articles
and subject to the provisions of the Act, out of capital. The amount of premium payable on
the repurchase of Shares may only be paid out of either or both profits of the Company or
from sums standing to the credit of the share premium account of the Company or, subject
to the Act, out of capital of the Company.

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In addition, under the laws of the Cayman Islands, payment out of capital by a
company for the purchase by a company of its own shares is unlawful unless immediately
following the date on which the payment is proposed to be made, the company shall be able
to pay its debts as they fall due in the ordinary course of business.

There might be a material adverse impact on the working capital or gearing position of
the Company (as compared with the position disclosed in the audited accounts contained in
the annual report for the year ended 31 December 2023) in the event that the Repurchase
Mandate were to be carried out in full at any time during the proposed repurchase period.
However, the Directors do not propose to exercise the Repurchase Mandate to such extent
as would, in the circumstances, have a material adverse impact on the working capital
requirements of the Company or the gearing levels of the Company.
